SEC. 2. In the case of any individual who is an eligible person 
within the meaning of section 1701(a) (1) of title 38, United States 
Code, solely by virtue of the amendments made by this Act, and who 
has reached his eighteenth birthday but has not reached his twenty-
third birthday on the date of enactment of this Act, the period re­
ferred to in section 1712 of title 38, United States Code, shall not 
end with respect to such individual until the expiration of the five-
year period which begins on the date of enactment of this Act.
