Be it enacted hy the Senate and House of Representatives of the 
United States of AmeHca in Congress assembled^ That the following 
sums are appropriated, out of any money in the Treasury not other­
wise appropriated, for sundry independent executive bureaus, boards, 
commissions, corporations, agencies, and offices, for the fiscal year 
ending June 30,1960, namely:

SALARIES AND EXPENSES 

For expenses necessary for the Office of Civil and Defense Mobiliza­
tion, including services as authorized by section 15 of the Act of 
August 2, 1946 (5 U.S.C. 55a); reimbursement of the General Serv­
ices Administration for security guard services; expenses of attend­
ance of cooperating officials and individuals at meetings concerned

TITLE III—GENERAL PROVISIONS

Be it enacted hy the Seriate and House of Representatives of the 
United States of America in Congress^ That section 4083, title 18, 
United States Oode, relating to penitentiary imprisonment, is 
amended to read as follows: 
*•§ 408eS. Penitentiary imprisonment; consent 

"Persons convicted of offenses against the United States or by 
courts-martial punishable by imprisonment for more than one year 
may be confined in any United States penitentiary. 

"A sentence for an offense punishable by imprisonment for one 
year or less shall not be served in a penitentiary without the consent 
of the defendant."
