99th Congress
An Act

Relating to certain telephone services for Senators.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled, That (a) paragraph
(6) of section 506(a) of the Supplemental Appropriations Act, 1973 (2
U.S.C. 58(a)) is amended to read as follows:

“(6) for telephone service charges officially incurred outside
Washington, ict of Columbia, which are based on the
amount of time the service is used;”.

(b) Section 1205(a) of the Supplemental Appmpnatmns Act, 1984
(2 U.S.C. 58a) is amended by inserting “‘and in such Senator’s State
(except services for which the charge is based on the amount of time
the service is used)” after “Columbia,”.

Skec. 2. The amendments made by this Act shall take effect on the
first day of the first calendar month which begins more than sixty
days after the date of enactment of this Act.
